Slaves, obey your earthly masters with fear and 
trembling, with a sincere heart, as you would 
Christ, 6 not by the way of eye-service, as 
people-pleasers, but as servants of Christ, doing 
the will of God from the heart, 7 rendering 
service with a good will as to the Lord and not 
to man, 



Ephesians 6:5-9 (ESV)

8 knowing that whatever good anyone does, this 
he will receive back from the Lord, whether he 
is a slave or free. 9 Masters, do the same to 
them, and stop your threatening, knowing that 
he who is both their Master and yours is in 
heaven, and that there is no partiality with him.



Exodus 21:16(ESV)

Whoever steals a man and sells him, and anyone 
found in possession of him, shall be put to death.



Exodus 21:2(ESV)

When you buy a Hebrew slave, he shall serve six 
years, and in the seventh he shall go out free, for 
nothing.



Leviticus 25:10(ESV)

And you shall consecrate the fiftieth year, and 
proclaim liberty throughout the land to all its 
inhabitants. It shall be a jubilee for you, when 
each of you shall return to his property and 
each of you shall return to his clan.



Deuteronomy 35:15-16(ESV)

You shall not give up to his master a slave who 
has escaped from his master to you. 16 He shall 
dwell with you, in your midst, in the place that 
he shall choose within one of your towns, 
wherever it suits him. You shall not wrong him.
