- perform and who acknowledge their need for
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Christians, then, should expect to find
nonbelievers who are much nicer, kinder,
wiser, and better than they are. Why?
Christian believers are not accepted by God

because of their moral performance, wisdom,

_ or virtue, but because of Christ’s work on their
behalf. -
